There are so many people around who I know for a fact are in full health, yet 
no matter when you meet them they have something to complain about – if it’s not 
their ingrown toe nail, it’s their pet Labrador experiencing hot flushes and displaying 
early signs of menopause.   
          In the morning whenever the alarm clock goes off, do we say:  ‘Good morning 
God?’  Or ‘Good God, it’s morning!’ 
 
          A true story…………….. Wilma Rudolph was a tiny premature baby, who caught 
pneumonia, then scarlet fever and finally polio.  The polio left one of her legs badly 
crippled, with her foot twisted inwards. Until the age of eleven she hobbled around on 
a metal brace.   

Wilma asked her sister to keep watch every day while she tried to walk 
without her braces.  She practiced for a very long time, but was afraid that her parents 
might find out.  Eventually, feeling guilty she told her doctor who was 
flabbergasted.  However, he gave her permission to continue what she was doing, but 
only for a short period of time.   

Eventually Wilma threw her crutches away.  She progressed to running, and 
when she was sixteen she won a bronze medal in the relay race at the Melbourne 
Olympics.  Four years later at the Olympics in Rome, Wilma became the first woman 
in history to win three gold medals in track and field. 

Wilma returned to a huge welcome in the US and received the Sullivan
