October invites us to recover a renewed appreciation of the rosary as a 
contemplative and Christ-centred prayer. In this Mission Month we pray especially 
for all missionaries, peace keeping soldiers, development workers and NGO’S who 

are serving overseas. 
Caryll Houselander (1901-1954) wrote some beautiful prayers on the rosary while 

she was lying flat on her back as London was being bombed in World War II. 
Here is an excerpt of her prayers: 

 

The Finding in the Temple through Mary seeking her lost Son, 
May we be given grace always to seek for the Christ-child and always to find him.

the sick, the simple, the aged; in all who serve and are trusting  and poor;
