Newman was canonized on October 13 2019 by 
Pope Francis after a second miracle was 
attributed to him. The Church in Ireland is 
deeply aware of St John Henry’s gentle 
scholarship, deep human wisdom and profound 
love for the Lord. 

St John Leonardi, supported the reforms to 

Trent, published a Catechism and helped to 
found the Propagation of the Faith in Rome.

XXIII, was head of the Catholic Church and 

sovereign of the Vatican City State from 28 
October 1958 until his death in June 1963. He 
was born on 25 November 1881 in Sotto il 
Monte, Italy. He died 3 June 1963 at the 
Apostolic Palace, Vatican.
